The next guidance department 
event is our annual College 

Night.  Come learn about the col-
lege selection, admissions, and 
fiancial aid process from an experi-
enced admissions counselor.  Bring 
your high school student and bring 
your questions!  This year college 
night is being held Thursday, Sep-
tember 29.  

Some of the first steps in the col-
lege selection and admissions 

process are taking the PLAN test in 
the sophomore year and the PSAT 
test in the junior year.  Both tests 
are offered at Shalom on Wednes-
day, October 12.  Classes are not 
held in the morning for sopho-
mores and juniors so they can take 
advantage of this opportunity.  The 
PLAN test provides students with a 
career assessment and an opportu-
nity to practice for the ACT, a col-
lege entrance exam similar to the 
SAT.  The PSAT is a practice SAT (at a 
significant savings compared to the 
real test!) that also enters students 
into a scholarship competetion.  
Sign-ups for these tests will start 
soon.  

October is also the month for lo-
cal college fairs so be watching 

this space for more information.
